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PM SHRI Schools

The Cabinet on September 7, 2022 has
approved the launch of a new centrally sponsored
scheme for setting up PM SHRI Schools (PM
Schools for Rising India).

The scheme would turn existing government
schools - including Kendriya Vidyalayas and
Navodaya Vidyalayas - into model schools for
implementation of the National Education Policy,
2022. Infive years, that is, between 2022 and 2027,
the Centre plans to strengthen as many as 14,600
schools at a cost of Rs 27,360 crore. In this total
project cost, the centre’s share would be Rs. 18,128
crore. However, schools will be selected only if the
State government agrees to implement the NEP “in
entirety with the Centre laying down commitments
for supporting these schools for achieving specified
quality parameters” to become PM SHRI schools.
These state-of-the-art schools will not only

showcase all components of the National
Education Policy 2020, but will also be its
laboratory.

The PM SHRI model schools, which
are expected to cover 20 lakh students, would
be technology-driven, with digital learning
tools, 3D labs, and vocational education; the
schools would be mandated to focus on
entrepreneurship too.

For this, an objective assessment would be
made to ensure two schools are identified in
each Block so that work can be done to
enhance their educational standards.

“A school will receive nearly 12 crore, and the
money will be transferred directly to the
school’s account through Direct Benefit
Transfer. The principal or the local committee
will be given the flexibility to determine the use
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of 40% of the fund,” Education Minister Shri
Dharmendra Pradhan said at a press conference.
The PM SHRI Schools will provide leadership to
other schools in their respective regions by
providing mentorship.

The PM SHRI scheme also provides a
“School Quality Assessment Framework” which
will be developed for measuring key performance
indicators for carrying out quality evaluation of
schools selected from the current academic year.
The performance of the schools and the students
would be tracked using a portal.

The quality parameters that will be
evaluated once a school is selected for the
scheme will include implementation of NEP 2020,
student registry for tracking enrolment and learning
progress, improvement in learning outcomes of
each child to achieve levels above State and
National average, linkage of school with higher
education institutions and local entrepreneurial
ecosystem for mentoring as well as creating
“students rooted in the heritage of India, proud of
values of Bharat, conscious of duties towards
society and responsibilities towards nation-
building”.

The PM SHRI will provide high-quality
education in an equitable, inclusive and joyful
school environment that takes care of the diverse
background, multilingual needs, and different
academic abilities of children and makes them
active participants in their own learning process
as per the vision of NEP 2020.

The PM SHRI Schools will be developed
as green schools, incorporating environment-
friendly aspects like solar panels and LED lights,
nutrition gardens with natural farming, waste

management, plastic-free, water conservation and
harvesting, the study of traditions/practices related
to the protection of the environment, climate
change related hackathon and awareness
generation to adopt a sustainable lifestyle.

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1. Introduction

Currently the system of healthcare in India is
in shambles. Problems include concentration of
doctors in urban areas, reservation of seats in
medical colleges and allied healthcare for
backward classes resulting in incompetent
doctors, nurses, technicians, non-availability of
primary health care in rural areas, no uniform
health schemes for the country, no regulation of
health insurance, inadequate budget allocated for
health care and inadequate facilities and
equipment in Government Hospitals to name a few.

2. Expensive healthcare in India

Most Government hospitals have insufficient
staff, scarcity of medicines etc., due to which
patients do not want to go there; whereas,
treatment in private hospitals is too expensive —
the cost of medicines too is high and common
man cannot afford them. As a result, to most
patients, sickness is a huge financial burden. In

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4A. Increase in child mortality rate

AUN report says that there were 16 lakh 55
thousand child deaths in Bharat during 2011.

4B. Undernourished Bharat

In 2012, Bharat ranked 2nd on the World
Bank’s list of countries with undernourished
children. In Bharat, 47% children do not get even
a basic diet. While efforts are being made all over
the world to supply nutritional food, 25 lakh people
die each year due to scarcity of food in Bharat
(Daily ‘Agrowon’, 8.6.2012). Arecent report of the
research of scientists at Harvard and Michigan
Universities says that though Bharat is
progressing economically, Bharatiya Government
has not been able to solve the problem of
undernourishment. Bharatiya Government needs
to make direct investment in health, health-related
programs and food-grains. It implies that the
Bharatiya Government is not keen on fulfilling the
basic needs of the people.

5. Harmful effects of not imparting
education on values and Dharma by the
rulers

5A. ‘Female foeticide’ on therise
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In 2011, over 1 million female foetus’ were
aborted in Bharat, making it the leading country in
such abortions.

5B. Aids-infected youth

As per the report of United Nations, Bharat ranks
second after South Africa among countries with AIDS
infected youth.

6. The harmful effects of Rulers not teaching

6A. Tobacco-chewing and smoking — An open
invitation to death

World Health Organisation’s report for 2012
says that the percentage of people chewing gutkha
(tobacco) in Bharat has reached 34%. Consumption
of gutkha kills over 10 lakh people every year.
Similarly, according to a study conducted by
Bharatiya Chikitsa Anusandhan Parishad, smoking
kills over 6 lakh people every year.

6B. Increased consumption of alcohol in
adolescents

According to a survey by ‘Community against
drunken driving’ in New Delhi University, 33% boys
and 28% girls consume alcohol 10 to 12 times a
month. Many of them are below 18 years in age. Of
the 120 crore population of Bharat, at least 6 crore
consume alcohol.

Appointing a Health Minister on one hand to
overcome addiction related problems, and on the
other hand allowing bars to remain open till 5 a.m.
on 1st January to make more money is
demonstrative of the dual standards found only in
Bharat.
